l. Welcome and Opening Remarks by CSC Members

Madeline Rayon welcomed everyone. She mentioned the instructions for the interpretation services and recording
of consent guidelines to everyone in the meeting. She also shared the different ways that the public could view the
meeting. She mentioned how the members could access the agenda packet for the discussion and added how the
members and the public could submit comments for the debate.

Carlos Diaz de Leon mentioned the instructions for enabling the interpretation services.

Madeline Rayon mentioned that they would be moving their livestream to YouTube due to Facebook updating
their live streaming policies. She said their YouTube livestream was not ready yet so they would post the meeting
recording to their Facebook after the meeting finished. She refreshed the members on the quorum rules in the
charter. She mentioned there was some confusion during voting in a previous meeting because of this. She said
she would link the charter in the chat. She said they reached quorum.

Paolo Alvarado said the Heber Community Advisory Committee meeting proposed the Heber Greenbelt project,
a pathway and bikeway going through Heber Rd up to Dogwood School. He mentioned part of the project is adding
greenery to this road section. He commented the county said they could go through AB617 as another funding
source. He wanted to highlight this project to the committee so they would be aware of new incoming project
requests.

Christian Torres welcomed everyone to the meeting. He agreed with Paolo Alvarado’s comment and mentioned
the committee should be finding other local advisories or committees that have different project ideas that might
only need funding to be able to be created.

Belen Leon-Lopez echoed Christian Torres’ comment. She mentioned there are a lot of different projects that
other committees have in mind that could be useful to the corridor.

Mary Salazar commented that Calexico would benefit from committee members joining their council or planning
commission meetings. She said they could inform the committee members and the Calexico community of
everything that has been done for the city.

Belen Leon-Lopez asked Mary Salazar to contact her for more information. She mentioned she would be happy
to attend.



Il. Public Comments

Keila Rodriguez thanked the committee for approving the Meadows Union School District bus area paving project.
She also thanked the committee for the feedback they received in the previous meeting.

M. Approval of Minutes
Sergio Cabafias motioned to approve the minutes of the June 12th meeting.
Mary Salazar seconded the motion.
The motion passed.
Iv. Action Items
AB 617 Corridor Paving Project Proposals; Adriana Carrillo, ICAPCD.
Paolo Alvarado asked where the gym was in the photos.
Adriana Carrillo said the gym was on the upper left-hand side of the aerial view photo.

Paolo Alvarado appreciated that MUSD considered the committee’s feedback on the proposal. He asked if the
proposed paved road would be under MUSD property.

Keila Rodriguez said it was within their property.
Paolo Alvarado mentioned that the updated proposal made more sense.

Mary Salazar commented she would like to see more AB 617 recognition after the completion of projects. She
said that the community around the projects sometimes does not know where the funds came from. She suggested
adding signs near the projects to show AB 617 recognition and create awareness.

Keila Rodriguez agreed with Mary Salazar’s comment. She said they would invite the Air District after the
groundbreaking begins.

Belen Leon-Lopez mentioned they planned groundbreaking and ribbon-cutting ceremonies with MUSD to create
awareness.

Mary Salazar said they could also add signs near the project to educate the community on the projects.

Belen Leon-Lopez said it was a good idea. She mentioned they would work on something for her suggestion.
Michael Moore asked if the new access road was the only entrance and exit to the gymnasium.

Keila Rodriguez confirmed it was the only entrance to the gymnasium.

Michael Moore said there were potential pedestrian hazards due to having the access road in between buildings.
Keila Rodriguez mentioned they would install two fence lines north and south of the property.

Michael Moore commented he did not see the fence in the photos. He mentioned they should keep that in mind.
Belen Leon-Lopez said they have been using it as a road so everyone is aware of the traffic flow.

Michael Moore asked what path he would need to follow if he wanted to go to their gym.

Keila Rodriguez mentioned they would have to utilize the dirt road to park and follow the red arrow shown in the
photo.

Michael Moore said they should have a safety study on this road.

Mary Salazar asked how they explained this project to the students.



Keila Rodriguez mentioned they have not said anything to the students regarding this specific project because it
has not been approved. She said they have previously informed their students about their bus charging stations
and parking lot. She commented that they have their community school grant, which allows them to communicate
with the parents and make them a part of the decision-making at the school. She said they have discussed the
safety of their students and employees in their safety school plan. She commented it gets very packed during their
student-of-the-month assemblies.

Brian Saldivar said he is the community manager for MUSD. He thanked the committee for approving their
previous parking lot and mentioned that this new paving project would help the school. He commented he would
inform and educate the community on what APCD does.

Belen Leon-Lopez commented they had been visiting the school often during the previous month to see how they
could help them get this project approved by the committee. She said she was glad that they had the opportunity
to improve on the project compared to the previous time it was presented.

Mary Salazar motioned to approve the Meadows Union School District paving project.
Paolo Alvarado seconded the motion.
The motion passed.
V. Presentations
CARB Diesel Inspections in Imperial; Erin Shields, CARB

Mary Salazar said she was shocked when she saw the number of idling trucks near the Applebees in Calexico.
She mentioned she could not breathe and got sick the following day. She commented that there were around two
blocks of idling trucks lined up since around six in the morning. She mentioned she talked to city officials about it,
and they said this was a daily occurrence.

Erin Shields mentioned she would put this item on her list of locations to check out. She commented that if anyone
sees something similar in the future, they should please utilize CARB's complaint page. She said they actively look
at their complaints and regularly send out inspectors to the locations.

Belen Leon-Lopez commented APCD is working with CARB on posting no idling signs. She said they have added
them in school areas and are currently gathering information on areas where they should be posting idling signs.
She commented on the location Mary Salazar said could be one of them.

Erin Shields said communities have found that no idling signs are highly effective because they say that drivers
can be fined.

René Félix said that the parked trucks mentioned by Mary Salazar are there due to phytosanitary inspections by
the Mexican government. He commented that it is a critical binational issue that must be addressed.

Christian Torres noted Daniela Flores joined the meeting and was listed as an attendee.
2024 CERP Strategies Survey Results; Jared Zachary, Harder + Co.
Belen Leon-Lopez asked who the second question was directed at.

Madeline Rayon mentioned it could be for both the CERP or Air District projects. She said they wanted to see if
the CSC members had any recommendations for the next steps.

Mary Salazar suggested moving the idling trucks she mentioned earlier outside of the city of Calexico. She asked
if this was something feasible.

Belen Leon-Lopez commented they have a strategy in the CERP called Re-route, similar to what Mary Salazar
suggested. She mentioned they would have more discussion about that topic.



Mary Salazar said that was great news.

Christian Torres suggested they should continue discussing how many participants they have in their meetings.
He asked why ag-burning alternatives were not on the priorities list. He mentioned other AB 617 committees have
those strategies as part of their CERPs. He suggested reaching out to CARB so they could facilitate communication
between the district committees.

Madeline Rayon commented they have been having internal discussions on the number of participants needed
for their meetings. She mentioned the ag-burning alternatives were not shown because the slide only included their
top three. She said they could update the slide to include it as well.

Christian Torres said he was confused because he saw paving below ag-burning on the priority list.

Daniela Flores mentioned she would also like to see ag-burning alternatives on the summary list. She commented
that she agreed with the ones listed at the top of the list. She said this allows them to narrow the list down. She
mentioned she would like to expand the survey to their community and use it as an educational opportunity with
them.

Madeline Rayon commented they were aligned with Daniela Flores’ thoughts and said they would consider
opening the survey to the community.

Belen Leon-Lopez commented they have had internal discussions on doing social media surveys for community
input.

David Aguirre said he was happy to participate in activities or discussions regarding freight movement in Calexico.
Belen Leon-Lopez appreciated David Aguirre’s comment.

René Felix suggested including the Mexican consulate in the issue of idling trucks. He said that the agency could
be a great ally to help with communication with Mexico.

José Landeros said community greening and vegetation barriers are set as the priority but noticed that ag-burning
alternatives should be more important than they appear on the list.

Madeline Rayon commented they will update that from their end.

Mary Salazar asked if they were allowed to meet with David Aguirre to discuss the freight issues. She believed if
they met with Calexico city officials they could come up with a solution.

Belen Leon-Lopez mentioned it was possible.

Claudia Rosales asked about the waste seen in Cesar Chavez's drive when going towards the Mexican border.
She said it was a pollution problem that was more prevalent during the summer.

Belen Leon-Lopez commented their inspectors are aware of several locations with waste disposal issues. She
mentioned they provide citations to the owners. She said the city of Calexico has its schedule for clean-ups. She
suggested making a complaint on APCD’s website so they can send it to the city of Calexico. She commented they
can also create a complaint with environmental health.

VI Agency Updates

Adriana Carrillo commented they have sent the plan for the school buses project in Heber to CARB for review
and approval. She mentioned once they receive the approval, they will be able to move forward with the project.

Cynthia Ortiz mentioned the Carl Moyer program would be having a public meeting to discuss the proposed
guidelines on August 28th. She commented she would share the public registration forms once available.

VIL. Topics on the Agenda and Date for the Next Meeting.



Belen Leon-Lopez asked for a motion to go dark in August.
Sergio Cabafias motioned to go dark in August.

John Hernandez seconded the motion.

The motion passed.

Belen Leon-Lopez commented they still have a pending topic which was a revised monitoring report from Comite
Civico del Valle. She said this would be one of the agenda items for September.

Christian Torres asked if they could utilize the month of August to survey more CSC members about the CERP
strategies.

Madeline Rayon said they would put that on the September agenda.
Mary Salazar asked for an update about the New River subcommittee.

Belen Leon-Lopez said she was aware of those conversations dropping off. She commented she would check
and get back to them.

Michael Moore mentioned he thought several of the participants of that committee were not participating anymore.
He asked if the equipment was still in place.

Belen Leon-Lopez commented that monitoring for the New River has been completed and they also presented
the results to the CSC committee. She mentioned the monitoring system was going to be moved to the Seeley
area to continue monitoring the New River from there.

Michael Moore said he remembers the meeting where they reviewed the report.

Belen Leon-Lopez mentioned they initially planned for the monitors to be closer to the border but then the
construction happened. She said the second location was too close to the wastewater plant.

Michael Moore was glad to hear that it was still being utilized. He asked if the committee could see an overview
of all the projects and their status for the next meeting.

Christian Torres asked if they could revisit activating the subcommittees if the CSC was interested.

Belen Leon-Lopez mentioned she would check into that. She said they have new projects so they could implement
the subcommittee to those.

VIl Final Observations / Closing Remarks

Mary Salazar said there have been conversations around the water plant and its processes. She asked if they
could bring it back the water plant as a topic for a future meeting.

Belen Leon-Lopez mentioned they would bring back the consultant who did the initial report on the water plant.

Christian Torres thanked everyone for attending. He reminded everyone to share any additional feedback through
CCV or APCD.

Belen Leon-Lopez said they had a great discussion about past, current, and future projects.
