l. Opening Remarks
Israel Hernandez reminded the public that the meeting was live streamed in English and Spanish.
Jesse Diaz de Leon-Lopez gave the instructions for the translation services.
Israel Hernandez mentioned the recording consent guidelines to the public. He said they reached quorum.

Sergio Valenzuela thanked APCD for the tour they had the previous month. He mentioned he was taken by the
park in Calipatria. He said that places like that one need a lot of attention and added the committee can help.

Hector Cervantes said they are now more aware of the area around Hernandez Park. He agreed that they are in
a position to do something about it. He commented he has been in contact with the community to see what they
can do. He mentioned it has been a concern for a long time.

Miguel Hernandez regretted not attending the tour and appreciated the APCD and CARB staff for putting it
together. He mentioned he was aware of the situation around Hernandez Park.

Israel Hernandez thanked everyone for the comments and said the tour was successful. He said that the meeting
was specifically to investigate the boundaries of the communities.

Il Public Comment Period
There were no public comments.
Il Action Items

North Imperial Phase 1 Community Boundaries Discussion and Selection, Emily Weissinger and Sheetal
Madnani; Ramboll.

Christian Froelich asked what the percentages on the pie chart meant.
Emily Weissinger mentioned the first numbers were tonnages. She explained what the color gradings meant.
Juan Gonzalez mentioned they need to think about the dust created by the fallowing of the fields.

Emily Weissinger said they would need to investigate CARB's methodology for estimating those types of
emissions. She mentioned it was not built in and that they could work with CARB to get better clarity.



Hector Cervantes asked if it would be too big of a boundary for them to oversee.

Sheetal Madnani said that the committee would need to consider that if they have a bigger boundary, they will
have fewer resources to spread out in the area.

Mario Lopez commented that if everything went according to plan, they should get a second phase. He said they
could accomplish more if they kept the boundary within Brawley, Calipatria, and Westmorland. He mentioned they
could reestablish the boundary and add more area after phase 2.

Miguel Hernandez said they would need to be realistic with the things that can be done within the boundaries of
the budget they currently have.

Christian Froelich commented that he agrees with focusing on their communities, to begin with. He asked if El
Toro was in the southern area and if it was, if there were any mitigation measures available for the feedlots.

Emily Weissinger said that she does not think any measures are targeted for feedlots in the south end CERP.

Miguel Hernandez mentioned it would be helpful to know what kind of existing regulations or enforcement is being
done against the feedlots and dairy farms.

Emily Weissinger mentioned it was something they could present in the future. She added that they did the same
for the south end.

Hector Cervantes asked if they could focus on specific areas outside of city boundaries.

Sheetal Madnani confirmed that was correct.

Hector Cervantes said he liked the last boundary shown for Westmorland.

Emily Weissinger mentioned the intent for Westmorland was to capture a park in the south of the city boundary.

Israel Hernandez said that was correct. He asked if the committee was ok with defining the Westmorland boundary
first.

Mario Lopez commented that they could use an area around Baughman, Martin Rd., and Bannister to cover the
park.

Israel Hernandez mentioned that the area could cover the Little League Park.

Fernanda Vega said it was essential to include the area above Bachman. She mentioned that the area includes a
student's playground for an Elementary School.

Israel Hernandez commented that the area Mario Lopez mentioned included the playground.
Sergio Valenzuela said the proposed boundary would benefit the city.

Israel Hernandez said that the committee agreed on the boundary proposed by Mario Lopez.
Christian Froelich asked if he could get a further explanation about the PM 2.5 tons per year chart.

Emily Weissinger said that the prior slide mentions the percent breakdown of the source types. She mentioned
that 69% of the PM 2.5 emissions come from fugitive and wind-blown dust.

A member asked if the feedlot north of Calipatria was included.

Hector Cervantes mentioned the boundary was just before it. He suggested expanding the boundary to the river
so they could include the feedlots.

Christian Froelich agreed with Hector Cervantes’ comment.



Mario Lopez suggested taking the boundary from Sinclair to Blair Street. He mentioned that would cover the
feedlot on Brandt.

Hector Cervantes said that would cover the area on the south, but they also want to cover the feedlot on the south
side of Calipatria.

Sergio Valenzuela asked if there were a lot of residential areas in that part of the city.
Hector Cervantes mentioned it was an agricultural area.

Israel Hernandez asked the committee if they agreed on the boundary for Calipatria being from Kalin to Sinclair
on the north side, Blair to Yocum following Kershaw for their east to south border, and finally ending on the river
for their west boundary.

Emily Weissinger asked the committee if they were okay with excluding the Calipatria State Prison from the
proposed boundary.

Christian Froelich said he would like to include it.

Hector Cervantes mentioned he was ok with including it.

A member commented they do need to include it.

Sergio Valenzuela asked what the typical route was for the prison workers.

Hector Cervantes said if they are late, they tend to go outside of Calipatria and if they are early, they take Highway
111 to 115 and back onto Blair Street.

Israel Hernandez mentioned they would add the prison to his previous boundary suggestion.

Eric Reyes said they would like to include the feedlots for the Brawley boundary.

Hector Cervantes agreed.

Juan Gonzalez mentioned the proposed boundary was missing a feedlot to the southeast of Brawley.

Israel Hernandez mentioned the census-tract boundary covers most of the area the committee was interested in
monitoring.

Emily Weissinger commented they would be addressing the feedlots closest to sensitive populations. She said
that would make it less critical to track all the feedlots. She asked the committee if they agreed with that.

Eric Reyes agreed.

Christian Froelich agreed.

Sergio Cabafias asked if they could show the results of the monitoring of the Southend feedlots.
Israel Hernandez mentioned it was doable for a future meeting.

Sergio Cabaiias said he was reminded those results did not show any impact on Heber.

Belen Leon-Lopez mentioned he was correct.

Israel Hernandez asked if the committee was ok with keeping the census-tract boundary for Brawley.

Christian Torres confirmed the IVAN monitor at the Heber Elementary School District does show little impact from
the feedlot operations. He said they have another methane monitor, and they could share the information with the
committee in a following meeting. He advised the committee they should consider the impacts on the edges of the
boundary.

Sergio Valenzuela asked if they could move the west side of Westmorland further.



Mario Lopez mentioned the next road over would be Lack Road.
Sergio Valenzuela asked if there was a CCV monitor on Lack Road.

Mario Lopez commented there was a carrot transfer station on Lack Road. He asked what the point was of moving
the boundary further west.

Sergio Valenzuela said Christian Torres’ comment made him think they should expand that side more if they
want to expand on a project if they need to.

Mario Lopez said he was ok with that idea.

Emily Weissinger noted that the carrot transfer station would be outside the boundary if they moved the boundary
to Lack Road.

Sergio Valenzuela mentioned the point was to capture the transfer station specifically. He commented it was to
give them more wiggle room for future projects.

Emily Weissinger said the new boundary for Westmorland would be Bannister to the north, Lack to the west,
Bachmann to the south, and Dean Road to the east.

Christian Froelich asked if they should go further to the west so they could capture the processing station.
Sergio Valenzuela thought it was not necessary. He asked the other members for their opinion.

Israel Hernandez asked if the committee was ready to motion on the three boundaries.

Christian Froelich made a motion to approve the three boundaries.

Hector Cervantes seconded the motion.

Israel Hernandez reminded the members the boundaries for Westmorland were Lack Road to the west, Bannister
to the north, Bachmann to the south, and Dean to the east. He said the Calipatria boundaries were the New River
to the west, Sinclair on the north side to Blair, and then Yocum down to Kershaw. He commented Brawley's
boundary would be the census-tract version.

Christian Torres asked if the motion was for all three boundaries.

Israel Hernandez said the motion was for the three boundaries.

Christian Torres asked if they could visualize the boundaries before voting.

Israel Hernandez commented they could go through them in Google Maps.

Belen Leon-Lopez mentioned they would have to wait for the following meeting to show them.
Israel Hernandez outlined the boundaries on Google Maps.

Fernanda Vega asked if they could extend the Calipatria boundary to include the geothermal plants to the north.
She also asked if they could include Niland.

Israel Hernandez commented the geothermals were part of the discussion early on, but the committee decided
not to include them because they were already regulated. Regarding Niland, the CSC wanted to keep the
boundaries smaller.

Juan Gonzalez mentioned they could wait to see if Niland qualified for their funds.
Israel Hernandez said the motion passed.
Emily Weissinger said they would discuss potential monitoring locations at the next meeting.

V. Discussion / Information Items



Imperial County AB 617 North-End Corridor Open Discussion

Emily Weissinger said the committee would receive a survey so they could gather their opinion on a couple of
items.

Israel Hernandez mentioned they would send the survey the following morning due to time constraints.

Israel Hernandez thanked everyone for their participation in the boundary approval.

Christian Torres said CARB was hosting a Clean Transportation Equity Incentives symposium. He mentioned
they could attend online if anyone was interested.

VL. Topics on the Agenda and Date for the Next Meeting.
Israel Hernandez said they would focus on locations for their sensors at the next meeting.

Belen Leon-Lopez mentioned the CARB methodology and existing regulations for any sources inside the
boundaries would be added to future topics.

VII. Final Observations / Closing
Hector Cervantes said he would call APCD the following day regarding the location in Calipatria by the park.
Yolanda Lopez apologized for arriving late.
Sergio Valenzuela asked if it was possible to supplement funds for projects revolving around air quality in Niland.

Belen Leon-Lopez commented the Air District is looking into obtaining funding for Niland and other smaller
districts.

Israel Hernandez thanked everyone for joining. He said the following meeting would be on Monday the 15th.

Belen Leon-Lopez thanked the committee for making history in the meeting. She thanked everyone for approving
the boundaries.

Christian Froelich thanked APCD and Ramboll for facilitating the meeting.

Belen Leon-Lopez menciond que tenia razén.



Israel Hernandez pregunto si el comité estaba de acuerdo con mantener el limite del distrito censal para Brawley.
