l. Welcome and Opening Remarks by CSC Members

Madeline Rayon welcomed everyone. She mentioned the instructions for the interpretation services and recording
of consent guidelines to everyone in the meeting. She also shared the different ways that the public could view the
meeting. She mentioned how the members could access the agenda packet for the discussion and added how the
members and the public could submit comments for the debate.

Carlos Diaz de Leon mentioned the instructions for enabling interpretation services.

Madeline Rayon commented that this was the committee’s first YouTube livestream and mentioned how the public
could access the stream. She said they reached quorum.

Israel Hernandez thanked the members who joined them in the Meadows School groundbreaking ceremony. He
said they had a good turnout. He mentioned it was something they wanted to replicate in future ceremonies.

Sergio Cabanas thanked Mary Salazar for the emotional speech she gave on the day of the Meadows
groundbreaking ceremony.

Mary Salazar thanked Sergio Cabanas for his kind words. She mentioned she has received a lot of comments
from people who are aware of the issues their communities face. She commented that there was a lot of air pollution
near Jefferson School in Calexico due to the number of idling cars nearby. She asked if there was anything the
committee did.

Israel Hernandez commented the committee can draft a letter to the school board. He asked if the members were
inclined to do that.

Mary Salazar liked the idea. She asked how the parents could get involved in this.
John Hernandez suggested sending a formal complaint to the Air District so they could investigate it.
Israel Hernandez noted the action item and mentioned they would follow up in a future meeting.
IL. Public Comments
There were no public comments.
1 Approval of Minutes

Michael Moore motioned to approve the minutes of the July 10th meeting.



Sergio Cabafias seconded the motion.
The motion passed.
Iv. Presentations
2024 CERP Strategies CERP Results; Jared Zachary, Harder + Co.

Mary Salazar suggested they needed to include dates relating to the projects presented. She mentioned that
keeping track of all the projects with them would be easier.

Israel Hernandez commented that the paved alleyways are under an EPA grant that is not associated with AB
617. He mentioned the project has completed its first phase. He said the process for AB617-related projects
includes doing pre- and post-inspection before they pay out the funds.

Mary Salazar asked if they could add the dates to the approvals, inspections, and payout so they can keep track.

Israel Hernandez mentioned they would review a project status later during the meeting. He commented they can
do that.

Madeline Rayon said they were open to survey feedback from the committee members.

Michael Moore asked if they could reach out to news outlets that could help compile more suggestions from the
community.

Israel Hernandez said they coordinate with the county public information officer. He mentioned they did a media
release for their Meadows groundbreaking ceremony. He commented they started doing more media releases
recently.

Michael Moore said they could get more people to come forward and apply for projects.

Israel Hernandez commented that they will continue to inform all media outlets about their projects.
Madeline Rayon asked if Michael Moore was looking into some input from the CSC members.
Michael Moore said he received enough feedback from Israel Hernandez.

Rene Felix suggested using radio station 98.3, which would be free to broadcast bilingual news. He said he could
provide the station's contact information.

Israel Hernandez mentioned he would contact Rene Felix to get the information.

Daniela Flores said she was concemed about the brief time the survey was conducted. She commented there
was not enough time, and the members did not receive the necessary tools to be able to share the survey via
social media. She said a data pool of thirty-five people out of a county with 180,000 does not give her confidence
to proceed with the findings.

Madeline Rayon commented they were open to keeping the survey open so they can ensure they get more
responses.

Daniela Flores asked if they could share the survey with the public information officer, on the website of Imperial
County, and on billboards near the mall.

Israel Hernandez said APCD was open to keeping the survey open.
Daniela Flores asked the other members if they thought the survey should continue open.

Mary Salazar agreed with Daniela Flores. She mentioned she echoed the same message from the beginning of
the committee. She commented there is not enough community outreach being done.



Adriana Carrillo mentioned the survey was shared with the schools and government entities, as well as their
subscriber list of around three hundred members. She said they also shared flyers in public libraries, post offices,
and other public places in Calexico, Heber, and El Centro. She added that the survey was also shared on the radio.

Daniela Flores asked if they could use AB 617 funds to hire a promoter for outreach purposes. She requested to
review the current outreach plan formally.

Israel Hernandez said they always ask for the community's and CSC members' participation which is why he
started the meeting thanking the members that attended the groundbreaking ceremony. He commented they will
review how they do their outreach activities moving forward.

Daniela Flores clarified that her participation in the committee was not at the top of her list. She said she is
committed to participating and attends whenever she can. She commented that she does not have time to attend
photo-op ceremonies but was thankful for the members who can attend them.

Madeline Rayon asked if the members agreed to extend the survey.

There was no opposition to extending the survey.

Madeline Rayon confirmed the survey will stay open.

Michael Moore asked if they should target a certain amount of participation in the survey.
Daniela Flores mentioned finding a correct number would take a lot of work.

Mary Salazar asked if they could use incentives with their partners who have participated in projects so they could
get more interaction with the surveys. She suggested requiring survey participation to be able to apply for grant
funding.

Rene Felix said he agreed with Mary Salazar. He said they could start by asking for the collaboration of the school
districts that have already benefited from AB 617 funding.

Israel Hernandez mentioned they would consider that recommendation.

Michael Moore thanked APCD for the format used in the presentation. He mentioned it was easy to read and
understand.

Israel Hernandez commented the October 21st north-end meeting would also be a workshop. He said they wanted
to have a table for the south-end committee. He invited any CSC member who wanted to be present at the
workshop representing the south end.

Daniela Flores said she could attend.

Israel Hernandez said CCV would be doing a presentation in October that would talk about monitoring data for
the previous year.



Cynthia Ortiz commented that the Community Air Protection Program is currently open for application requests.
She mentioned it would be open until November 1st. She said she would share a link in the chat with additional
information.

VII. Topics on the Agenda and Date for the Next Meeting.

Israel Hernandez mentioned the CCV presentation he mentioned earlier had a lot of information and they would
only be able to fit that topic for the entire meeting. He said the following meeting would be held virtually on October
9th. He asked Madeline Rayon if they could give an update on the survey.

Mary Salazar reminded the committee of John Hernandez’s suggestion about sending a formal complaint to the
Air District regarding Jefferson School.

Israel Hernandez commented they will follow up on Mary Salazar’s request. He thanked everyone for the
discussion. He was hopeful of seeing everyone at the following meeting.
