l. Welcome and Opening Remarks by CSC Members

Madeline Rayon welcomed everyone. She mentioned the instructions for the interpretation services and recording
of consent guidelines to everyone in the meeting. She also shared the diverse ways that the public could view the
meeting. She mentioned how the members could access the agenda packet for the discussion and added how the
members and the public could submit comments for the debate.

Christian Torres mentioned the Spanish translation services were unavailable for the meeting.

Madeline Rayon did an attendance check and mentioned they had reached the quorum. She gave a quick
overview of the agenda packet for the meeting.

Belen Leon-Lopez commented she was happy that the meeting had action items for project approvals.

Christian Torres said he was glad to see the action items on the agenda. He was hopeful to start moving more
projects forward.

Mary Salazar commented she attended a council meeting in Calexico where they discussed the New River and
how a recent flood affected the construction of the river-cleaning system that was being worked on. She said they
are unsure of the damages and how big of a setback they have received. She asked if there was anything they
could do to help Calexico find that information.

Belen Leon-Lopez mentioned it was a concern and they will stay connected with the water board on that topic.
She said they would keep the committee posted.

Mary Salazar said she spoke to a local physician who mentioned a few cases of the West Nile Virus. She
mentioned they should take this seriously.

Belen Leon-Lopez commented Mary Salazar could request a presentation from a member of Environmental
Health and have it presented to the committee.

Il Public Comments

John Hernandez mentioned he saw the field burning the day before the meeting. He said he saw the smoke
drifting to different parts of the county. He asked if the Air District had any concerns about the smoke dissipation
from the field burning.



Belen Leon-Lopez said they noticed the same. She commented they do not burn more than four hundred acres
per quadrant. She mentioned she could get more information on the burn he asked about.

M. Approval of Minutes
Michael Moore motioned to approve the minutes of the May 8th meeting.
Paolo Alvarado seconded the motion.
The motion passed.
Iv. Presentations
Community Air Protection Incentives; Cynthia Ortiz, CARB.

Michael Moore asked if there was a defined time limit for the application process for the incentive program
reimbursements.

Cynthia Ortiz mentioned the incentive programs are usually done on a reimbursement basis. She said the timeline
would depend on how the Air District and the committee develop the implemented project. She commented the
only thing CARB is concerned about is being able to meet their liquidation milestone.

Michael Moore asked if there was an eligibility process for the projects.
Cynthia Ortiz said CARB provides guidance in their guidelines that lays out the eligibility of the types of projects.

Israel Hernandez commented that the Air District would come to the CSC and publish an RFP where they accept
applications for any given type of project.

Belen Leon-Lopez mentioned that approved projects are now part of a blueprint and have existing strategies.

Paolo Alvarado asked if strategies could overlap. He suggested changing their current paving project strategies
to include a greening aspect.

Israel Hernandez commented they would have to open two different RFPs to be able to do what Paolo Alvarado
suggested. He said he liked the idea and mentioned it was doable.

Belen Leon-Lopez said they would need to define how much paving vs how much greening they want to see. She
confirmed it was possible.

Paolo Alvarado said they could work around the need for two RFPs.

Belen Leon-Lopez mentioned the committee could also deny an RFP if the entity did not propose an attached
greening RFP.

Israel Hernandez commented it did not look as complicated as it seemed.
Belen Leon-Lopez said they did something similar with the electric buses and charging stations.
John Hernandez agreed with Paolo Alvarado’s idea. He noted that the new Calexico post office has no trees.

Belen Leon-Lopez said the Calexico post office had to follow city guidelines. She suggested talking to the city
about the matter.

Daniela Flores asked where EV vehicle support would be in the presentation's items.

Cynthia Ortiz mentioned their Dial-A-Ride project has EV opportunities. She said a pathway could be a
community-identified project. She reminded the committee they have access to Carl Moyer projects. She
mentioned San Joaquin has developed community-identified projects related to EV vehicles. She commented there
are possibilities for this.



Daniela Flores commented she would like to see more community-identified projects moving forward.

Belen Leon-Lopez said there could be existing blueprints in other committees they could utilize. She reminded
the committee to please convey what type of projects they would like to see in their upcoming survey.

Femi Olaluwoye mentioned they have seen incentive programs encourage the adoption of heavy-duty EV
vehicles. He commented CARB encourages those types of projects.

Paolo Alvarado asked if they could send out the links from the presentation to the members.
Adriana Carrillo mentioned the links were available in the agenda packet.

Tomas Oliva asked how the committee could assist the entities thinking about implementing drone shows instead
of fireworks.

Belen Leon-Lopez mentioned they have been contacting the Imperial Valley Chamber of Commerce. She
suggested going to council meetings and suggesting the change. She said itis hard to break the fireworks tradition.

Tomas Oliva said there was a scheduled July 4th drone show for Calexico. He mentioned the Central Regional
Chamber of Commerce was also planning a drone show in El Centro which was rescheduled for August 30th. He
mentioned the date change could allow the committee to help the city with the drone show.

Belen Leon-Lopez commented they have been communicating with the cities about doing more drone shows in
the future.

John Hernandez asked how they could incorporate farm-working vehicles into their strategies.
Belen Leon-Lopez mentioned they could add them to their community-identified projects.
Israel Hernandez reminded the committee they would review the survey results at a future meeting.
V. Action Items
AB 617 Corridor Paving Project Proposals; Adriana Carrillo, ICAPCD
Tomas Oliva asked if the dirt road shown on the south of the aerial map of Bowker Rd was being utilized.
Adriana Carrillo confirmed the dirt road was being used. She mentioned they are aware of that.

Tomas Oliva mentioned that the Bowker site has low returns in PM reduction. He commented that this site looked
poorly planned. He agreed on paving the Kennedy Garden and High School sites.

Michael Moore on the Calexico High School site noticed there was a parking lot on the upper left-hand side of the
aerial photo and asked if the emissions reduction calculations considered the traffic flow from that parking lot onto
the new proposed paving locations.

Adriana Carrillo said the exit of the fire lane was not included in the proposed paving location because it was
already paved. She mentioned FFA, trash services, and other services use the fire lane frequently. She commented
she has a full list of how much and who uses the fire lane. She said she can share that information with the
committee if they wish.

Michael Moore mentioned he was more interested in knowing if the emissions reduction calculations wrongly
considered the traffic flow into the parking lot that would not necessarily be using the fire lane.

Adriana Carrillo commented she had the same concern. She mentioned she later knew that the vehicles in the
parking lot are not allowed to use the fire lane, so those are not considered.



Luis de la Torre, assistant superintendent of business at the Calexico Unified School District, confirmed that the
fire lane is frequently used by their maintenance and operation staff, amongst other parties.

Tomas Oliva suggested moving forward with individual votes on the sites.
Michael Moore motioned to approve the Meadows Union bus parking lot.
Tomas Oliva seconded the motion.
Michael Moore said the site made sense because they have done bus and charging station projects for Meadows.
The motion passed.
Paolo Alvarado motioned to approve the Meadows Union School District gym parking lot.
Michael Moore seconded the motion.
Paolo Alvarado noted that he was in favor of paving projects but felt that this one was not planned well.
The motion did not pass.
Paolo Alvarado motioned to approve the Calexico Unified School District fire lane.
Tomas Oliva seconded the motion.
The motion passed.
Tomas Oliva asked if the members who voted no could express their concerns.
Michael Moore motioned to approve the Calexico Unified School District Kennedy Gardens Elementary Road.
Paolo Alvarado seconded the motion.
The motion passed.
Paolo Alvarado asked if they needed to make a motion to be able to revisit the denied projects.
Belen Leon-Lopez confirmed he needed to make a motion.
Paolo Alvarado motioned to revisit the two denied paving projects.
Rene Felix seconded the motion.
The motion passed.
