Il. Welcome and Openings Remarks by CSC Members

Daniela Flores introduced herself as a facilitator and part of Harder & Company Community Research, she indicated
she was also joined by her colleagues Nellie Ferrer and Jessica Silva for technical support. She indicated they could
hear this meeting in English or Spanish as simultaneous interpreting services were available. She then proceeded to
give instructions on how to use the interpreting features. She also announced that this meeting was being recorded
and that by participating in this meeting they were giving their consent for being a part of this recording and for it to be
in public view. She gave instructions on how to participate during the meeting as well as to how to send comments via
email if they did not get the chance to make them during the meeting.

Luis Olmedo welcomed members of the public as well as CSC members, he also thanked them for being available
for these online meetings and for keeping our communities moving despite the constraints that we are currently living
under. He then said he would like to proceed with roll call.

Daniela Flores went over the sign - in sheet to make sure they were not missing anybody who was attending this
meeting and handed the floor to Luis Olmedo, again.

Luis Olmedo asked Matt Dessert if he had any opening remarks.

Matt Dessert said he was glad to see everyone on the zoom call and that he hoped everyone was doing well and
keeping safe. He also said he was glad to announce that additional money for the AB 617 project was coming in and
said that they would talk more about that later during this meeting or perhaps at their next meeting.

Dr. Saima Khan said she would like to welcome everyone and hoped everyone was keeping safe and healthy.

Blake Plourd said he wanted to mention he had finished a project in collaboration with the Air Pollution Control District
through which they were able to retire an older tuck and bring a newer one into service. He said they were also able to
get two electric yard trucks and that they had them checked by the Air Pollution Control District.



Luis Olmedo thanked him and said those were exactly the kind of updates they would like to see happening in their
region.

John Hernandez said he was incredibly happy to see everybody and that he was looking forward to sharing some
good information.

Luis Olmedo asked if they had quorum to continue with the meeting.
Daniela Flores indicated they had enough quorum to continue with the meeting.
M. Approval of Minutes

Luis Olmedo asked for a motion to approve the minutes of the last meeting. Mark Baza made the motion and Sergio
Cabafias seconded the motion. John Hernandez asked to make a correction on page 8 in both the English and the
Spanish versions and with that correction made he made a motion to approve the minutes. The committee voted on
this and the minutes were approved.

V. Presentations/Questions and Answers
Developing New Funding Opportunities for CAP Incentives; Derek Winters, California Air Resources Board

John Hernandez asked Derek if those measures were in addition to what they already have on their Community
Emissions Reduction Program.

Derek Winters said that indeed these were some guidelines that they were going to have to follow to get those
measures into actual projects.

John Hernandez asked if there were incentives in addition to something that it is not yet in their community emissions
reduction program.

Derek Winters said he wanted to clarify that the information on their Community Emissions Reduction Program was
based on the blueprint but that to get those projects funded they are going to have to follow these guidelines. As to the
additional funding he said that goes into the allocation per year. He added that if they develop their community
emissions reduction program measures and provided there are funds, they will be able to use those guidelines to fund
those projects. He finished asking if that had helped answering his question.

John Hernandez responded it had helped him.

Derek Winters indicated these guidelines he was referring to were published online. He added that if it is a project
within their Community Emissions Reduction Program it is most likely going to be funded. He also said these are
guidelines to make sure We have rules on place for transparency and accountability for the public funds.

Rene Felix asked if this incentive program was apart from what they had been working on, and if this was a parallel
application to what they had been doing.

Derek Winters explained the hard part had been done now that they already have their Community Emissions
Reduction Program in place and approved. He said that what the California Air Resources Board is going to require
now is for the Air district in collaboration with the community to put together a project plan on a separate document with
priority projects which you want to fund.

Daniela asked Rene if that had clarified his question.

Rene replied it had.



Luis Olmedo asked what the flexibility would be if there were future strategies added to their community emissions
reduction program and how this would affect the future of their community emissions reduction program as it is a living
document that will be amended as needed.

Derek Winters Said he did not have an exact answer.

Femi Olaluwoye from CARB said the way they had developed this chapter allowed for the Community Emissions
Reduction Programs to be living documents. Therefore, any type of projects added to these programs would still be
allowed to undergo under this exact same process. He added they intent to use this chapter in perpetuity for as long
as there is a Community Emissions Reduction Program in place He also added that another element of this process is
having projects that can apply to multiple communities so that if they were to develop a project plan that another
community would like to be a part of, it would be available to them as well . For this purpose, the California Air
Resources Board is developing a web page that will allow all the districts and communities to link to other districts and
see what other types of plans will be available as well.

V. Discussion Items

A. AB 617 CAMP - Mobile Air Monitoring Platform; Belen Leon, ICAPCD

Discussion on the mobile air monitoring comparison chart, project requirements, and selection process for the CAMP
mobile air monitoring platform project.

Belen Leon presented a mobile monitoring comparison chart, which had been sent in the agenda packet prior to this
meeting to be reviewed.

Mireya Diaz asked if the time frame for the different proposals could be explained in a little bit more detail

Belen Leon explained that they had asked the different consultants to tell them how long it would take them to make
an analysis at the New River. She added that most of them said that to make a full analysis they would need a time
frame of a year. However, she pointed out that Aerodyne made two proposals one for a year, and another one for a
two-year analysis. She also said that for the time being they are only considering the one-year proposals.

Tomas Oliva asked if the air pollution control district is going to make a recommendation on this or if everyone at the
committee will get to weigh in to make this decision.

Belen Leon Indicated that they are going to let the committee decide based on the proposals that they have
received.

Thomas Brinkerhoff added that the purpose of this exercise Is for everyone to review the chart that's being presented,
which was made considering all of the comments gathered from the various previous Zoom meetings and it also include
pros and cons so that when they meet again in September they can make a final decision.

Matt Dessert said that there had also been comments requesting academia to participate on this to be able to make
a more educated decision, and that this had been taken into consideration. He reiterated that the final decision would
be made in the early fall.

Tomas Oliva said that in his opinion the proposals with the most pollutants to be monitored would be the best options.
He added he had also noticed that the proposals with the trailer included had a higher cost and he asked why the trailer
would be significant.

Belen Leon explained that a trailer would provide protection to the monitor. She added that depending on the site on
which they decide to place the monitor, the trailer would be an important feature as it would provide enclosure,
protection from the sun, and ventilation for the monitor.



Sergio Cabafias asked if they had an idea as to what the cost of the trailer would be.

Belen Leon said that as they could see it on the chart, it varies depending on the features of the trailer, but that the
estimated cost would be between $200.0 to $250.00.

Michael Moore asked if there was a description of the job scope of the unit in need to be able to make a fair comparison
of the proposals presented.

Belen Leon mentioned those were the kinds of questions and comments that they needed to be taken into
consideration before making a final decision. She added they need to find out themselves what it is needed out there
as different consultants bring different ideas to the table. She said they are trying to streamline to see what the best
option would be. She also mentioned that the best option would be one that could be used for future projects. She
stated that all the comments would be taken into consideration to be reviewed with the different consultants, and that
they were also reviewing other projects that had been done out there before.

Mireya Diaz asked regarding the pollutants to be monitored, if monitoring more was the best option or if less would be
more. She also asked if they could review a little bit more on what is needed in their communities to be able to make a
more educated decision.

Belen Leon said she did not think more would be best and that they indeed must focus on what is needed in their
communities. She added they needed to focus not only on the pollutants to be measured, but also on the type of
equipment to be used for that matter and she ended stating that is the research they have yet to do.

Daniela Flores shared a comment from a participant on Facebook live who mentioned that the Aeroqual system comes
with a temperature control cabinet, which would not need a trailer unless you want it for security.

Belen Leon said she was aware of that and thanked the participant for the comment.

Blake Plourd said they should identify the pollutants that they want to measure, and that they should get more
information as to what benefit the trailer would bring to the table before they make a final decision. He also mentioned
that if it was data they needed they should probably hire one of the consultants to get the data they need instead of
purchasing everything and then not knowing exactly what to do with all the equipment.

Belen Leon agreed with him and said if they do get a trailer, they should use it for other projects in other locations as
well. In other words, she said they needed something that would last them a little bit more than just a year.

Sergio Cabafias mentioned they should focus on monitors for other pollutants besides just particulate matter that they
might want to monitor in other parts of the valley in the future.

Doctor Khan reminded them their main goal is to improve the air quality in their communities. Therefore, they should
not extend the continuous collection of data since they only need this for comparison purposes before and after a
mitigation project is done. She also mentioned that if they purchased any equipment, they must make sure that it is
tested to make sure it works in their kind of climate.

Tomas Oliva mentioned that from his perspective the two key points to consider deciding on a consultant would be
the number of pollutants to be monitored, which would meet the mission and the goals of the projects at hand as well
as the costs. He also mentioned that in his opinion having their own equipment to collect data would give them the
opportunity to use that data for future projects as well as for whatever purpose they might find it useful for.

Sergio Cabafias said he agreed with everything that Tomas Oliva had mentioned.

Belen Leon said that not everything they had discussed with the consultants was reflected on these charts. She
mentioned that some of these consultants would get data information from Mexico as well since that is where this type



of equipment is going to be located, and she added that this is a very valuable factor to take into consideration when
making a choice.

Luis Olmedo mentioned that if they build capacity it could also give an opportunity for local job creation, and that it
would also give them the opportunity to move those resources that are frequently procured for companies outside their
region and are not used for purposes of assessing air quality or soil sampling, etc.

Rene Félix mentioned that the general Law for Ecological Balance in Mexico went into effect in Mexico during the 90s,
and that before this law was passed wastewater from the national industry as well as from the maquiladora industry
was not regulated, and most of their discharges went into the New River. He added that since this law was passed
there has been some improvement even though the Mexican national industry probably continues making discharges
into the New River. However, the maquiladora industry under this law must have their own water treatment plants thus
avoiding their discharges charges being made into the New River.

Luis Olmedo mentioned that during the Schwarzenegger administration there was a collaboration with the Department
of Toxic Waste, and that as part of the exploration in the moon there was this technology, which could be adapted to
create a network of water monitors to detect loads of hazardous waste and their sources. He said he was mentioning
this as it could be something they could consider for future projects.

Mireya Diaz said she would like to know how the collected data would be used and if they are realistic solutions that
would justify not only the cost of the equipment, but also the time and the effort put into this. She said she would like
to see something positive for their communities and their neighbor community across the border come out of these
projects.

B. AB 617 CAMP - Community Air Monitoring Network Update; Christian Torres, CCV

Update by CCV on the recent progress and development of the implementation of the Community Air Monitoring
Network for the EI Centro-Heber-Calexico corridor.

Christian from CCV presented a Community Air Monitoring Network Progress Report to the group. He mentioned they
had had the permission signed for another monitor off Hwy 98 in Calexico, and that it would be installed in the following
week.

Questions for this section were answered through the chat window during the meeting and other comments would be
followed up via email.

C. AB 617 CERP Update; ICAPCD
Update by ICAPCD on efforts for leveraged funding under the Community Emissions Reduction Program.

Thomas Brinkerhoff mentioned they had been in conversations with USEPA to find out what they can expect as far
as funding that can be used in the El Centro-Heber-Calexico corridor. He said he hoped to have that information to
share with the Committee by September when they meet again. He added they had also been in contact with the
Imperial County Sheriff's Office regarding grants that they have been pursuing for enforcement and educational
purposes. He pointed out that the California EPA Enforcement Grant, which is offered every year would not be offered
this year due to budget constraints. However, he said there is another grant mechanism that the Imperial County
Sheriff's Office is pursuing with State Parks for enforcement and educational purposes, and that they are expecting on
hearing back for selection in August.

Luis Olmedo said he wanted to acknowledge the presence of Bea Gonzalez, a new friend who is part of the CSC from
the Coachella Valley. He mentioned that the Coachella Valley is going through the same process that these Community
Steering Committee is going through, and he thanked Bea for joining them at this virtual meeting.



VI. Agency Updates

Thomas Brinkerhoff from ICAPCD said they had sent everybody the frequently asked questions / Q & A Document
and wanted to give the opportunity now to ask any questions on this regard.

Christian Torres from CCV reminded everyone that they are working hard on trying to provide support during this
Corona Virus For people of undocumented status. Therefore, he said that if they knew anyone under this status too
please refer them to CCV.

David Salardino from CARB informed they were planning on having their AB 617 consultation group meeting on
August 24t through Zoom.

Luis Olmedo opened the floor to anyone who had any additional questions or comments before moving on to the next
agenda item.

John Hernandez mentioned the city of El Centro has different programs to promote planting trees and that he would
like the committee to address that topic again, soon.

Luis Olmedo asked to include a presentation on that topic in their nearest possible meeting.

Tomas Oliva said he would be more than happy to work together with whoever puts the agenda together, and he also
asked city staff to give a presentation regarding the planting of trees in their corridor.

Thomas Brinkerhoff reminded everyone that it is part of their goals to review their Community Emissions Reduction
Program every 12 months and that they had to do that within the September/October timeframe. Therefore, he asked
for everyone to take the time to review this program and to submit their recommendations before their next meeting to
be held in September so that they can have a discussion on this matter during that meeting.

VII. Agenda Topics & Set Date for Next Meeting

Daniela Flores informed that the next proposed dates for their following meeting was either September 9™, or
September 16t 2020.

Luis Olmedo asked to get a motion from the members to vote on their next meeting date.
Sergio Cabafias made a motion for the next meeting to be held on September 9.
John Hernandez seconded this motion.
This motion was voted on, and it was decided to have the next meeting on September 9.

Matt Dessert said it was nice seeing everyone and was looking forward to seeing everyone again on September 9.

Mireya Diaz announced that she was going to leave the committee because she had made Florida her permanent
place of residency. She thanked everyone for the opportunity of being a part of this committee and said she would
follow up on the incredible work that everyone was doing. She finished saying she would be sending her official letter
of resignation to the chair and co-chair, soon.

Tomas Oliva pregunto si el Distrito de Control de Contaminacion Atmosférica haria las recomendaciones con
respecto a esto o si los integrantes del comité tendrian esta responsabilidad.

Belen Leon indicé qué iban a dejar que el comité decidiera en base a las propuestas que han recibido.

Afiadio que dependiendo del sitio en el que decidieran
colocar el monitor, el trailer jugaria un papel importante al servir de proteccion solar y ventilacion para el monitor.

Sergio Cabafias si tenian una idea de cudl era el costo de este trailer.

Belen Leon dijo que como podian verlo en la tabla variaba dependiendo de las funciones de cada trailer pero que
tenia un costo estimado de $200.0 0 a $250.00 ddlares.

Michael Moore pregunté si se contaba con una descripcion del marco de trabajo de la unidad para poder hacer una
comparacion equitativa de las de las propuestas presentadas.

Belen Leon Dijo que es el tipo de preguntas que debian tomarse en cuenta antes de tomar una decisidn final. Afiadio
que debian averiguar qué era lo que con exactitud se requiere alla afuera ya que los diferentes consultores traen
diferentes ideas a la mesa.

Belen Leon Dijo que en su opinidn el monitorear mas contaminantes no seria lo mejor qué necesitan como ya lo
menciona enfocarse en las necesidades de sus comunidades. Sefialé también que deben enfocarse no sélo a los
contaminantes a medir sino también en el tipo de equipo qué se va a utilizar para este propésito Y que se trataba de
una investigacion adn pendiente de llevarse a cabo.

Daniela Flores compartié un comentario por parte de un participante en Facebook Live, quién mencioné que el
sistema de Aeroqual cuenta con una cabina de control de temperatura que no requiere de un trailer para fines de
seguridad

Belen Leon dijo estar al tanto de esto y agradeci6 el comentario del participante.

Blake Plourd Dijo que debian identificar los contaminantes que quieren medir y que deberian obtener mas informacion
en cuanto a los beneficios qué les podria brindar un tréiler antes de tomar una decisién final. También mencioné que
si lo que necesitan es recoleccion de datos probablemente deberan contratar a consultores para obtener los datos
que se requieren en vez de comprar el equipo para hacerlo y después no saber con exactitud qué hacer con él.

Belen Leon estuvo de acuerdo con él y dijo que, en caso de obtener un tréiler, éste debia poder ser utilizado en otras
ubicaciones. En otras palabras, dijo que requerian de algo que pudiera ser utilizado por un poco mas de solamente
un afio.

Sergio Cabafas sefial6 que deberian de enfocarse en monitores para otros contaminantes y no exclusivamente para
material particulado ya que pudieran necesitar medir estos otros tipos de contaminantes en el Valle en un futuro.



Doctor Khan les recordé que su principal meta es la de mejorar la calidad del aire en sus comunidades. Por tal motivo,
no deberian extender la continua recoleccion de datos ya que esto solo lo necesitan para fines de comparacion antes
y después de que un proyecto de mitigacion se haya llevado a cabo. También mencioné que de comprar cualquier
clase de equipo deberan asegurarse de que este funciona en su tipo de clima.

Tomas Oliva dijo que en su opinién los dos puntos claves a considerar para decidirse por un consultor serian el
namero de contaminantes monitoreados que cumplan con la mision y las metas de los proyectos, asi como el costo.
También menciond que el contar con su propio equipo para recolectar datos les daria la oportunidad de utilizar esos
datos para proyectos a futuro, asi como para cualquier propésito que les resulte (til.

Belen Leon sefiald que no todo lo que se abordd con los consultores se veia reflejado en esta tabla. También
menciond que alguno de estos consultores podria obtener informacion de datos de México ya que seria en México en
donde este tipo de equipo seria ubicado y dijo que este era un factor importante por considerar en el momento de
tomar la decision final.

Rene Félix menciond que la Ley General de Equilibrio Ecolégico en México aparecio6 en los afios 90s y que antes de
esta ley, las descargas de aguas residuales de la industria nacional mexicana y la industria maquiladora no estaban
reguladas por lo que la gran mayoria de sus descargas iban al Rio Nuevo. Afiadié que, a partir de esta ley, ha habido
mejoria porque aun cuando la industria nacional mexicana probablemente contintia haciendo descargas, a la industria
maquiladora se le exige contar con plantas de tratamiento de agua evitando su descarga en el Rio Nuevo.

Luis Olmedo menciond que durante la administracién de Schwarzenegger se llevé a cabo una colaboracion con el
departamento de residuos toxicos y que, a través de ella, descubrieron cierta tecnologia que podria ser adaptada para
crear una red de monitores hidricos para detectar cargas de residuos peligrosos y sus fuentes.
